Noch in diesem Jahr soll sich 
nach Angaben der UN Telecom 
Agency die Anzahl der Mobilte-
lefonnutzer weltweit auf 5 Mil-
liarden erhöhen. Ginge es nach 
den Wünschen von Banken, Tele-
kommunikationsanbietern und 
Service-Providern von Software-
lösungen, dann wird das Mobil-
telefon demnächst auch in Asien 
nicht mehr nur zum Telefonieren 
und zum SMS-Senden, sondern 
ebenso selbstverständlich auch 
zum mobilen Abwickeln von 
Bankgeschäften verwendet. 

Die bisherigen Wachstumsra-
ten, die zum Teil im dreistelligen 
Bereich lagen, zeigen, dass diese 
Erwartung durchaus nicht un-
plausibel ist - wenngleich sich 
der absolute Umfang der entspre-
chenden Aktivitäten noch auf 
einem relativ niedrigen Niveau 
bewegt. Jedenfalls hat sich im 
Zeitraum zwischen 2008 und 2009 
die Anzahl der genutzten Mobile 
Banking-Dienste wie Überwei-

sungen, Geldtransfers, Zahlfunk-
tionen für Einkäufe oder Lohn-
zahlungen verdoppelt. Und der 
Wachstumstrend ist ungebrochen: 
Für 2010 wird mit einem Nutzer-
zuwachs von 100 Prozent gerech-
net. Bis 2015 sollen es dann zwi-
schen 407 bis 894 Millionen User 
sein. Diese rechte vage Vorhersa-
ge zeigt indes, dass der Markt für 
Mobile Banking von einigen Un-
sicherheiten und Unwägbarkeiten 
gekennzeichnet ist. Vor allem ist 
unklar, inwieweit die zentralen 
Partner der Wertschöpfungsketten 
- die Banken, die Telekommunika-
tionsanbieter und die Software-
anbieter - tatsächlich von diesem 
Trend profitieren werden.

Auch existieren unterschied-
liche regionale Schwerpunkte. 
Während sich die Nutzerzahlen 
für das Mobile Banking in den 
westlichen Industrieländern nur 
geringfügig erhöht haben, scheint 
sich das Mobiltelefon vor allem 
in Asien-Pazifik und in Afrika
